Sick Hares & Hare Coursing
It's hare coursing season again.
This year it's especially important to try and st
coursing to protect a declining population of ha
at risk of two new diseases for the species.
It is now believed that a form of myxomatosis
recently jumped species from rabbits to hares.
and another new haemorrhagic disease may be
responsible for a growing number of reported page.
sightings of obviously sick or dead hares In
Norfolk and Suffolk. There have been several
sightings of dead hares in and around Long
Thurlow in the last couple of months.
The hare population in East Anglia has declined by
80% over the last century, but these new diseases,
combined with coursing, might wipe them out.
Hare coursing is a lucrative betting activity and
run by often dangerous people. Some groups bring
children with them to pretend that the dogs ran
from their grip if caught. Others if challenged Iwil
say they have permission to use the land. No local
landowners condone coursing, so don't believe
them, walk away and call the police.
If you see people or vehicles acting suspiciously,
don’t approach or try to stop them but take down
vehicle numbers and descriptions and call the
police on 101. If you see actual coursing, call 999
as the police are very keen to stop this activity.
Someone has already been arrested for coursing
this autumn in Great Ashfield. Please be alert.
Have you seen a sick or dead harePlease send
a photograph of the hare (including its head and
bottom) if possible, and a description of where you
found it to Dr Diana Bell at the University of East
Anglia by emailing d.bell@uea.ac.uk, or call the
Suffolk Wildlife Trust on 01473 890089.
If you want to take a sick hare to the vet, usekthi
gauntleted gloves to lift it, as hares have sha
claws. Handle it as little as possible to prevei |
shock. Place it in a cardboard box with a tows $ %' ()W
under it.
